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Introduction

This Art project is a Web activity appropriate for middle and high school students.  Students will visit this site, which has several links to other art sites.  Students will view and analyze several works or art and identify the principles of design and their elements in each. The principles of design they will need to identify and analyze are balance, rhythm, emphasis, unity, and variety.
