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Introduction
This Power Point slide presentation introduces Timelines for grades K – 1, Communities for grades 2-3, and Immigration for grades 4 – 5.  It provides students at each level an opportunity to explore age appropriate social studies curriculum through language arts activities. It can be used with individuals, partners or in a small group setting.

Learners
This project is designed to address social studies document based questions in grades K – 5.
