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Introduction

This Internet activity is a Webquest, which honors men and women who have made a positive impact on the world.  Activities include writing a persuasive essay, a biographical sketch or a Power point presentation.

Learners
This project is appropriate for grades 3-5, and fits best as an integrated project for Social Studies and English Language Arts curriculum. 

Resources
Students will need access to a computer to view this project on the internet or intranet.  Teachers could also view from a disk with an LCD projector.  

Standards

Social Studies

Standard 1: History of the United States and New York Students will use a variety of intellectual skills to demonstrate their understanding of major ideas, eras, themes, developments, and turning points in the history of the United States and New York. 

Standard 2: World History Students will use a variety of intellectual skills to demonstrate their understanding of major ideas, eras, themes, developments, and turning points in world history and examine the broad sweep of history from a variety of perspectives. 

English Language Arts

As listeners and readers, students will collect data, facts, and ideas; discover relationships, concepts, and generalizations; and use knowledge generated from oral, written, and electronically produced texts. As speakers and writers, they will use oral and written language that follows the accepted conventions of the English language to acquire, interpret, apply, and transmit information.
