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Introduction
This is an interdisciplinary project based on the Everglades National Parks.  

Learners
This project is designed for use in a 5th grade classroom.  Children will visit a variety of websites and complete tasks that focus on the areas on Math, Science, Social Studies and Technology. 

Resources
Students will need a computer with internet access, a printer, a ruler, crayons, and pencil/pen.
