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Introduction
This presentation will inform the students of native plants and animals that inhabit the Hudson River area.  It also will provide a brief summary of the Hudson’s history to date.

Learners
Children in grades 3-5 could use this presentation but it might be most beneficial to 4th graders.
Resources
The students will need a computer with Internet access and a printer.  Teachers may want to print the time line in advance.

Standards
