Students will view the MS PowerPoint presentation and gain knowledge about the ethics of politics- specifically how the use of oil has impacted society.  Students may view this project as individuals or teachers may present this topic to a whole class as an introduction to the ethics of politics.

Essay assignments are included in the presentation and must be completed by students.  Teachers are also encouraged to create evaluations as needed.
