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Introduction

This is a Power Point Presentation about Democracy and how our government works. It includes informative history that could be used for learning in the lower grades and for review at the Middle School level. Activities include creation of a scrapbook and letter writing.  Additional options are the creation of a storyboard, participation in a debate, and taking a poll and graphing results.   

Learners
This project is appropriate for grades 3 - 8, and fits best within the Social Studies curriculum.
