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Introduction

This Internet activity is a project designed to guide you through using the Internet for academic research.  Regardless of the content area of your research topic, these on-line guidelines provide the important elements you should consider when searching a topic, evaluating a resource, and generating a works' cited page. 

Learners

This project is appropriate for grades 9-12, and fits best within the English Language Arts curriculum.  A variety of guided activities are included for internet research.  It would also be helpful for any subject area to use as a resource for a writing assignment.  

Resources

Students will need access to a computer to view this project on the Internet or intranet. Teachers could also view from a disk with an LCD projector.
