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Introduction

This Internet Activity will introduce the topic of writing a research paper and help you develop skills you will be able to use in high school, in college, and in your future jobs. A guide is included to assist you in planning, organizing, and writing a good research paper.

Learners

This project is appropriate for grades 6-8, and fits best within the English Language Arts curriculum.  It would also be helpful for any subject area to use as a resource for a writing assignment.
