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Introduction

This Internet activity is a web quest that will provide students with an opportunity to use the Internet to read and respond to some of the current literature regarding privacy in the workplace.
Learners
This project is appropriate for grades 9-12 students, especially those involved with Future Business Leaders of America (FBLA) and fits best within the Business and Career curriculums. 

Resources
Students will need access to a computer to view this project on the Internet. Teachers could also display site disk with an LCD projector.  Students will also use a variety of print resources and information gathered from interviews to complete this assignment.

They will interview workers and employers to learn both their affirmative and negative positions. They may also choose to research print resources to gather their data. Students must be prepared to debate the pros and cons of this hot topic and prepare a written summary of the findings.
