5. Students will research violations of basic civil and human rights
6. Students will read and write for information and understanding
Process
After completing this project, students will understand:

1. a comparison of events occurring in the Negro Baseball League with national events of the day.

2. ways African-Americans faced discrimination during the first half of the 20th century
3.  the culture surrounding Negro League baseball
4. the lives of some of the better-known Negro ballplayers
