This presentation will take students in grades k-8 on a journey through many different countries to learn about their history and unit of measurements.  The children will complete projects and solve problems related to individual countries.

Standards

In grades K-4, children will be asked questions upon completion of each country. In grades 4-8,  children will be asked questions upon the completion of each country as well as a follow up project.
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
