Introduction

This is a research activity that will be used as a basis for a research based writing project the students will participate in with an African-American Studies class at the High School. Each student will visit a variety of sites, and use classroom and library resources, to gather information about an African-American Inventor and/or Scientist.  They will use graphic organizers in the note taking process, create storyboards, and produce a short slide show in Power Point to share the information they have learned. 

Learners
