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Introduction
This project is a scavenger hunt relating to famous spies of the American Revolutionary War. Students will become familiar with various spies, how they contributed to the war effort, and various methods they used in their trade. 

Learners
Students in grades 4 and 5 will use this project in connection with a Social Studies unit focusing upon the Revolutionary War  
Resources
This activity requires the use of a computer with Internet access, paper, and pencil.
Standards
Standard 1: Language for Information and Understanding Students will listen, speak, read, and write for information and understanding. As listeners and readers, students will collect data, facts, and ideas; discover relationships, concepts, and generalizations; and use knowledge generated from oral, written, and electronically produced texts. As speakers and writers, they will use oral and written language that follows the accepted conventions of the English language to acquire, interpret, apply, and transmit information. 

Standard 1: History of the United States and New York Students will use a variety of intellectual skills to demonstrate their understanding of major ideas, eras, themes, developments, and turning points in the history of the United States and New York. 

Standard 2: Information Systems Students will access, generate, process, and transfer information using appropriate technologies.
Process
Students will use this project in accordance with a Social Studies lesson on spies or a unit on the Revolutionary War. They will access the Project site and follow the directions to complete the Treasure Hunt on that page. This will require them to search given Internet sites independently and use the readings on these sites to obtain information and transfer that information onto a separate piece of paper. 
Evaluation
I will review the paper completed by the children for accuracy. They will go back to the project to answer questions they did not complete accurately.
