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Fourth grade social studies
Chango Elementary:  Shenendehowa Central Schools
Introduction
This project will give students an opportunity to use primary documents to practice for the fifth grade DBQ’s.  Questions are linked to sites guiding the students to information that will help them find the answers.

Learners
This project is suitable for fourth graders studying New York State history.  
Resources
Students will use a computer and internet links to find answers to questions.  A worksheet will be provided.

Standards

Students will use this project after completing the immigration unit of fourth grade.  This will ready them for the DBQ’s in the fall of their fifth grade.

Evaluation
The student’s worksheet of scaffolding questions will be graded using the rubric provided by New York State for DBQ performance.  Shenendehowa has also developed a rubric for diagnostic purposes.
