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Introduction

This is an Internet activity based on Career Day, and a variety of activities are included.  There are interactive links to web sites with the goal of exploration and research into a wide variety of careers.  

Learners
This project is appropriate for grades K-5,  and fits best within the Social Studies curriculum.

Resources
Students will need access to a computer to view this project on the Internet or intranet.    Teachers could also view from a disk with an LCD projector.  A world and state map are needed as well as a variety of materials depending on the projects and activities chosen.
