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Introduction
This Butterfly Treasure Hunt is designed to guide students through an Internet search for information regarding the life cycle of a butterfly.  From caterpillar to butterfly and everything in between, the information is gained through research, fun activities, and writing exercises.

Learners
This science project was designed for a modified special education 10th grade class.  It was formatted at a third grade reading level.  Activities are appropriate for elementary students.  
Resources
Students will need to be able to have Internet connection, computer, printer, and a pen or pencil. 
Standards
Standard 1: Analysis, Inquiry, and Design Students will use mathematical analysis, scientific inquiry, and engineering design, as appropriate, to pose questions, seek answers, and develop solutions.

Process
Students will individually access the project through the Internet, and with minimal assistance be able to follow the directions and complete the tasks provided.  The students will also connect the project with the live butterfly lab they are doing in class.
Evaluation
The students will be evaluated by their completion of the activities each activity being grade separately.
