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Introduction

This Treasure Hunt is about the actual Trials that took place in Massachusetts in 1692. It is intended to be used as a pre-reading activity before the book " The Crucible" is read. Students will hopefully have a better understanding of how people behaved during this time period. 

Learners

The students who will be using the treasure hunt will be my 10th grade Learning Center English class.  It is a class of students who need modifications to the regular 10th grade curriculum. Standards
