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Introduction
The purpose of this web page is to provide a resource for Early Childhood learning of the five senses.  Students will discover information, interact with the computer, view videos regarding the senses, and test their knowledge and learning about the five senses.   The content of this project connects to the NYS Standards in English Language arts, Science, and Health.  Students will listen and read for information.  Students will also understand how the five senses work, and students will ask “why” questions to gain a greater understanding.  Students will need a very basic understanding of computers in order to run the program.  The time required to implement this project can vary according to classroom need.  This project could be used as a supplement for the five senses unit, which would call for several lessons of use.  It could also be used as a center/one time learning experience, or enrichment project.  If this project is used as whole class instruction, then it should be used in a computer lab setting.

Learners
This project was developed in conjunction with the science curriculum for grade 1 in the Ballston Spa Central School District.

Resources
Students will need a computer with Internet connection, access to a printer, basic computer knowledge, and adult assistance/supervision.

Students:
· know how basic body systems work and interrelate in normal patterns of growth and development 

Science Standard 1—Analysis, Inquiry, and Design
Students will use mathematical analysis, scientific inquiry, and engineering design, as appropriate, to pose questions, seek answers, and develop solutions.
Elementary Scientific Inquiry
1. The central purpose of scientific inquiry is to develop explanations of natural phenomena in a continuing, creative process.
Students:
· ask "why" questions in attempts to seek greater understanding concerning objects and events they have observed and heard about. 

· question the explanations they hear from others and read about, seeking clarification and comparing them with their own observations and understandings. 

· develop relationships among observations to construct descriptions of objects and events and to form their own tentative explanations of what they have observed. 

Process
· Scenario 1:  Students will work independently with adult supervision to navigate through the program.

· Scenario 2:  The teacher will direct instruction in a computer lab setting, pacing the students and giving each student the opportunity to navigate through the program.

· Scenario 3:  A student may use this program as enrichment to enhance their learning of the five senses. 

Evaluation
Students will be evaluated through Authentic Assessment, as well as through assessment of work sheets (included as resources) and hands on projects.
