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Introduction

“Which country will be the first to send people to the moon?”  Many people asked this question during the 1960’s.  Americans wanted to be the first to reach the moon.  Students will learn about the first manned flight to the moon, the meaning of the “space race” during the late 1950’s, and the benefits of space exploration today.

Students should be familiar with basic terminology associated with space exploration and have a general understanding of related concepts.  This Treasure Hunt was designed to use as an enrichment activity for modified 8th grade Social Studies for Sp. Ed. Students. Contents coincide with chapter work in Steck-Vaughn, America’s Story, Book II.  Students will be able to answer chapter questions and create a journal entry regarding space travel. 

Learners
Students are in 8th grade Special Education class.  This lesson corresponds to a chapter in Social Studies regarding travel in space.  

Instructional Modifications
Students will likely require the guidance of a teacher or paraprofessional to compensate for reading skill deficits.

Resources
Students will need Internet connection, email account, computer, and printer.  Students will be provided with a hard copy of Treasure Hunt to record answers.  It may take approximately two class sessions for completion.  

Additional Objectives
Students will learn:

· Computer Skills (internet, email use, printer)

· Writing tasks

· World History – specifically the origins of space travel
