EL COQUÍ TREASURE HUNT
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Introduction
This treasure hunt will help students find lots of facts about “El Coquí” (an unusual and interesting frog that can be found in Puerto Rico and several other places of the world.) To complete this project students will need at least a 3.0 grade level reading ability and some basic computer and internet use skills ( such as using a “mouse.”) It will take an average student about 30 minutes to complete the “El Coqui Treasure Hunt”.

Learners
Any Grade 2-5 student with at least a 3.0 grade level reading ability and basic computer skills.

Resources
Computers which have an internet connection are needed for this project 

Supplemental Activities
Make and mark a map of places in the world where you can hear “El Coquí.”

Process
The treasure hunt can be used by individual students in grade 2-5 classrooms as an enrichment activity. It may also be used as a whole classroom activity if the instructor connects an LCD projector to a classroom computer with internet access. As a whole group activity an instructor can guide students through the treasure hunt search and students can record answers to treasure hunt questions on individual answer sheets.

Evaluation
Students’ written responses on a treasure hunt answer sheet will serve as a basis for pupil evaluation. 
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
