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Introduction
The program is designed to introduce students to the artists, musicians, and literary artists of the Harlem Renaissance and a variety of the themes that bond their works.

Learners

11th grade students in American Studies, interdisciplinary English & Social Studies offering, will view the project.

Resources
After viewing the project, the students will access the school library media center and the computer lab.  Students will access, gather and print information from the web and other library resources.

Process
After viewing the project in class, or independently for those who are absent for the presentation, students will work in small groups to explore a contributor, element (art, music, or one of the 4 literary genres—poetry, fiction, drama, essay) or major theme of the Harlem Renaissance and prepare a class presentation.  Students are given a variety of presentation methods to choose from (audio, PowerPoint, oral, dramatic). 
Evaluation
Student presentations will be evaluated using a variety of rubrics designed to meet the type of presentation.
