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Introduction
This treasure hunt activity will allow Spanish students to practice their language skills as well as develop their cross-cultural skills and understandings of all 20 Spanish-speaking countries.

Learners
This project would be appropriate for students currently studying the first year of Spanish of the Language other than English curriculum- Checkpoint A.
Resources
Students will need access to a computer to view this project on the Internet and a printer to print out the answer worksheet. 

Standards
Languages Other Than English

Process
