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Introduction

This project is an interactive PowerPoint presentation in French.  The purpose of this presentation is to introduce the vocabulary of family members and the expressions necessary for introducing these people.  This presentation will be used shortly after the initial introduction of the vocabulary.

Learners

Eighth grade students will be using this project in French class.

Resources

Students will need access to a computer with PowerPoint.  Later on, while creating their own presentations, students will need access to a computer with Internet connection as well as a scanner.  Use of an LCD projector will be necessary for the viewing of their presentations.

Process

Students may independently use this project, or may view it together as a class.  Students will read and listen to French statements involving family vocabulary.  Students will then proceed to a menu with activities, including a game and a worksheet.

Evaluation

Students will be evaluated by a worksheet and by the creation of their own presentation.  This presentation will involve introducing and describing various members of their own family.  Students will use PowerPoint to create individual slides of a minimum of five (5) family members.  They must incorporate one picture of each person.  Students will be graded on their content, their correct use of vocabulary and grammar, their creativity, and their completion of the project.  Students will also be graded on an oral component.
