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Introduction
This project allows students to learn how mathematics was discovered in different civilizations throughout time.

Learners
The students using this project will be sixth graders from Draper Middle School.  It is an interdisciplinary unit with mathematics and social studies.
Resources
The following resources will be needed by students to complete this project: Internet connection, computer, printer, Treasure Hunt handout, and pen/pencil.
Standards
Standard 3: Mathematics
Students will understand mathematics and become mathematically confident by communicating and reasoning mathematically, by applying mathematics in real-world settings, and by solving problems through the integrated study of number systems, geometry, algebra, data analysis, probability, and trigonometry.
Standard 2: World History
Students will use a variety of intellectual skills to demonstrate their understanding of major ideas, eras, themes, developments, and turning points in world history and examine the broad sweep of history from a variety of perspectives. 
Process
This project will be completed by students in the computer lab.  They will be given a short amount of time during math and social studies class to begin the Treasure Hunt.  They will be expected to complete the project for homework.

The Treasure Hunt handout will be collected and graded as a project.
