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Introduction
The students will use computer technology to look up information.  The students will be looking up the answers to questions on Asian philosophies and religions.  The questions ask the students to recall, explain, and compare information that is given to them from the sites.  The topics include Hinduism, Buddhism, Taosim, Confucianism, Legalism, and Shintoism.  The students need to know how to read and know how to use the Internet and basic computer skills.  This hunt is a 1 – 2 period assignment depending on the abilities of the students and the length of your class.

Learners

6th grade social studies students will be using this project when they study Asia.

Instructional Modifications

The class would have to use a computer lab.  Modifications can be left up to the individual teacher.  The assignment could be done by individuals or groups of students, depending on the availability of computers.

Resources

The resources that students need in order to complete this project are an Internet connection, email account, computer, printer, notebook and pen. 

Supplemental Activities

The students could do a number of activities, including role playing the different philosophies.  They could also analyze, and compare and contrast them through writing assignments.  Activities could also be as simple as word finds and crosswords.
