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Introduction

This is a treasure hunt on the basics of probability.  This will serve as an introductory lesson as well as a review. This will be used in combination with Math and Technology.  The students will work in pairs, or a group of 3 if necessary.  They will alternate finding questions, and discuss the questions as they are answered.  This Treasure Hunt was designed as a project within the Capital Region Collaboration/Title III Technology Literacy Challenge Grant.

Learners

This will be used as an introduction to probability.   The students need a basic vocabulary understanding before they can manipulate the problems.  This is designed for a 6th grade math class as well as review for 7th grade.

Resources

The resources that students need in order to complete this project include Internet connection, computer, a copy of the treasure hunt to record answers.
