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Introduction

This web-activity is to be used in conjunction with science curriculum pertaining to Habitats and/or Life Cycles.  Teachers participating in Project View (Cincinnati Zoo) may also use this as a final assessment of student learning. 

Learners

This may be most appropriate for a higher functioning first grade class. It is also suitable for a second grade classroom.

Resources

Teacher and students will need to have access to a computer with Internet connection and a printer to print out Treasure Hunt question sheet.  Students will also need a writing utensil.

Standards

Standard 4: Science
Students will understand and apply scientific concepts, principles, and theories pertaining to the physical setting and living environment and recognize the historical development of ideas in science.
Standard 5: Technology
Students will apply technological knowledge and skills to design, construct, use, and evaluate products and systems to satisfy human and environmental needs.
Standard 1: Language for Information and Understanding
Students will listen, speak, read, and write for information and understanding. As listeners and readers, students will collect data, facts, and ideas; discover relationships, concepts, and generalizations; and use knowledge generated from oral, written, and electronically produced texts. As speakers and writers, they will use oral and written language that follows the accepted conventions of the English language to acquire, interpret, apply, and transmit information.
Process
This project will need to be adapted using teacher discression.  It may be easily adapted to meet the needs of students’ various learning abilities throughout first and second grade.  This web-activity would work best in a computer lab with the teacher acting as a facilitator.  Students would log on and complete the treasure hunt. . Students may need to be paired with a partner or complete as a whole group in order to answer the questions on the treasure hunt.
