Introduction
This assignment will be introduced at the beginning of the school year as an independent project the students will complete step by step. Students will be instructed on how to navigate the site and given hard copies of the assignments listed. There will be a link on Shenendehowa’s website, that will direct students to this presentation.  This will allow both students and parents to access this assignment throughout the school year.  

The purpose of this assignment is to have the students independently read and evaluate novels of their choice. Evaluation
Students will be evaluated throughout the school year for each assignment they complete.  English 8 classes will have two written assignments per quarter (Honors 2-3 depending on which quarter), and every English 8 and English 8H student will be required to complete an oral assignment each quarter.   There will be a rubric for each assignment.
