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Introduction
This powerpoint presentation is designed for middle school which shows comparisons between Shakespeare’s “Romeo and Juliet” and Bernstein’s “West Side Story.”  Included are a variety of activities including a word search, game, and an essay question.

Learners
This is an interdisciplinary project for grades 7 an 8 combining music and Music and English curriculums.
Resources
Students will need access to a computer in order to view project on the Internet.  Teachers could also view from a disk with an LCD projector.
Standards
The Arts:
Standard 1:  Creating, Performing, and Participating in the Arts.  Students will actively engage in the process that constitute creation and performance in the arts (dance, music, theatre, and visual arts) and participate in various roles in the arts.
