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Introduction

This project provides students with an opportunity to conduct research into the history of the flag and Flag Day in our country and to share this information via a school webpage.

Learners

Process

Students in grade 2 will brainstorm a list of questions that they want answered relative to the history of the American Flag, its proper and respectful handling and the history of the celebration of Flag Day in our country. They will then use the internet and the library to answer their questions. They will work in pairs to develop reports that will be shared on the internet. Adults will assist in including the reports in a Front Page project to which graphics and sound will be added.

Evaluation

Students will be evaluated on the accuracy of information presented in their reports. They will also be evaluated on their proper use of conventions of English.
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
